
Authority of the Believer – Part 1

Calvary was real, Jesus’ death was real, His victory was real and it is our victory! God 
invested His only Son in your becoming strong in His authority and His name. An 
understanding of your authority as a believer and who you are in Christ will change your 
life. You will move to a life of Victory as you put this into practice.

God wants us to have a revelation of the awesome power and position of Jesus Christ 
which He gained by His victory over Satan at Calvary.

Ephesians 1:7-23
In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins, in accordance with the riches of 
God's grace that he lavished on us with all wisdom and understanding. And he made known to us the 
mystery of his will according to his good pleasure, which he purposed in Christ, to be put into effect when 
the times will have reached their fulfillment—to bring all things in heaven and on earth together under one 
head, even Christ. In him we were also chosen, having been predestined according to the plan of him who 
works out everything in conformity with the purpose of his will, in order that we, who were the first to 
hope in Christ, might be for the praise of his glory. And you also were included in Christ when you heard 
the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed, you were marked in him with a seal, the 
promised Holy Spirit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are 
God's possession—to the praise of his glory. Thanksgiving and Prayer For this reason, ever since I heard 
about your faith in the Lord Jesus and your love for all the saints, I have not stopped giving thanks for you, 
remembering you in my prayers. I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, 
may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better. I pray also that the 
eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the 
riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, and his incomparably great power for us who believe. That 
power is like the working of his mighty strength, which he exerted in Christ when he raised him from the 
dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, far above all rule and authority, power and 
dominion, and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but also in the one to come. And 
God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the church, which is 
his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way.

Satan’s only power is in his deception – He is only “like a roaring lion”, but will devour 
and harass all who allow him.

1 Peter 5:8
Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to 
devour.



As believers our God has raised us up and seated us with Christ in heavenly places. We 
are Christ’s ambassadors.

Ephesians 2:1-6
As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, in which you used to live when you followed the 
ways of this world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are 
disobedient. All of us also lived among them at one time, gratifying the cravings of our sinful nature and 
following its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we were by nature objects of wrath. But because of his 
great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we were dead in 
transgressions—it is by grace you have been saved. And God raised us up with Christ and seated us with 
him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus,

2 Corinthians 5:20
We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you 
on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.

Matthew 28:18-19
Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore 
go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
Holy Spirit,

Authority and Power

Luke 10:19
I have given you authority to trample on snakes and scorpions and to overcome all the power of the 
enemy; nothing will harm you.

Authority: Greek word EXOUSIA – Ruling Power/Lawful Power/Right to act.
Power: Greek word DUNAMIS – Inherent Ability/to be able to act

The Name of Jesus

As representatives of Christ called to do great works in His name, it is important to know 
something of the name of Jesus. Jesus is the name above every other name which He has 
received through:

Inheritance

Hebrews 1:1-4
In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets at many times and in various ways, but in 
these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through whom he 
made the universe. The Son is the radiance of God's glory and the exact representation of his being, 
sustaining all things by his powerful word. After he had provided purification for sins, he sat down at the 
right hand of the Majesty in heaven. So he became as much superior to the angels as the name he has 
inherited is superior to theirs.



Bestowal

Phillippians 2:5-11
Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: Who, being in very nature God, 
did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made himself nothing, 
taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness. And being found in appearance as a 
man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death— even death on a cross! Therefore God exalted 
him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every 
knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is 
Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Victory/Conquest

Colossians 2:15
And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them 
by the cross.

Hebrews 2:14
Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might 
destroy him who holds the power of death—that is, the devil—

Jesus has given us Power of Attorney or the “legal right” to use His Name.

John 16:23-24
In that day you will no longer ask me anything. I tell you the truth, my Father will give you whatever you 
ask in my name. Until now you have not asked for anything in my name. Ask and you will receive, and 
your joy will be complete.

John 14:13
And I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Son may bring glory to the Father.

The name of Jesus is above every other name, including every demon, disease, sickness, 
situation etc.

Phillippians 2:9
Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every name,

Mark 16:17-18
And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will 
speak in new tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will 
not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well."
